E
duardo the golden lion tamarin  
was on high alert. He and the eight 
other members of his family had just  

been relocated into the Poço das Antas  
Biological Reserve in southern Brazil, 
and so far this place was anything but  
home sweet home. 

In their first week, the tiny maned 
monkeys had fought with bigger, faster 
capuchin monkeys, slept in a tangle 
of unprotected vines, and fled from 
another group of tamarins. And just as 
they were starting to feel safe in their 
new territory, the other tamarins were 
back—and they did not look happy.

But Team Eduardo had a secret—in 
the week since their confrontation, he 
and his family had learned how to fight 
back. So they arched their backs like 
Halloween cats. They sang out high, 
long calls and short “chuck” vocaliza-

tions to warn the other 
monkeys, “This is 

our turf—stay 
out!” Although 

tamarins 
rarely physi-
cally attack 
each other, 
Eduardo and 

crew chased 
the other tama-

rins back and forth 
across the boundary 

and finally sent them packing.
“Getting to know the neighbors 

wasn’t fun for these tamarins,” says Jim 
Dietz, vice president of Save the Golden 
Lion Tamarin, which helped relocate the 
monkeys from an overcrowded forest 
to the reserve. “But their survival 
depended on being able to locate and 
successfully defend their own territory.”

sURViVoRs
As one of the most endangered animals 
in the wild, the golden lion tamarin has 
been fighting not just for territory 
but for its very survival. They might be 
small—weighing less than two pounds 
and measuring about two feet long—but 
each tamarin group needs a territory of 
about a hundred acres. Because of de-
forestation for logging and farming, as 
well as urban expansion into the forests 
where they live, by the early 1970s, fewer 
than 200 were left in the wild.

But thanks to the work of scientists 
and conservationists, about 1,600 golden 
lion tamarins now live in protected ar-
eas such as the Poço das Antas Biological 
Reserve. Eduardo and his family were 
relocated there because the tiny patch 
of forest they had been living in didn’t 
have enough food and other resources 
for them to survive.

WilD things
The local conservationists have high 
hopes for the survival of Eduardo’s family. 
The newcomers continue to roam the 
forest and eventually picked out a hollow 
tree where they could all safely sleep.  
During the day, they take to the tree 
canopy to search for food. They use their 
long, slender fingers to pluck fruit, nab a 
snail or lizard, snatch bird eggs, or probe 
under bark and in plants for insects.  
At least one adult always remains on  
the lookout. Their small size makes 
tamarins easy prey for hawks, jaguars, 
and boa constrictors. 

Soon the newcomers are behaving 
just as wild as their neighbors and have 
been accepted by the larger tamarin 
community. “It’s like  
Eduardo and his friends  
have earned the  
respect of the other  
tamarins,” Dietz says.  
Looks like this  
neighborhood is  
growing into  
a full-on  
monkey town!

All robots have movable parts, but only 
some can travel from place to place .

Robots that weld car parts and inspect 
food containers don’t need to move across 
factory f loors . But when a bot has to get 
around, roboticists choose one of three 
systems—tracks, wheels, or legs . 

Tracks
Robots with tracks are rugged and reliable. They are perfect for 
moving across uneven ground, but they move slowly. Engineers 
design them to disarm bombs, fight fires, and travel in space.

Wheels
Robots with wheels are fast, but they may tip over on 
bumpy ground. Roboticists build them to mow lawns, 
guard prisons, patrol buildings at night, and carry 
materials inside factories and hospitals.

Legs
Robots with legs can step 
over objects or climb up 
walls. They are perfect for 
cleaning up chemical spills 
or exploring uneven areas 
of the ocean floor.

DID YOU KNOW that you need a special radio to hear offi-cial weather reports from the National Weather Service?  It’s called a NOAA Weather Radio All Hazards transmitter.  (NOAA stands for the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration,  a government agency that researches weather and the environment.) With one of these transmitters you can hear weather reports and storm alerts all the time. It’s best to have a battery (rechargeable) operated receiver, or one that also features  a hand crank or solar power option. Some have all three—with flashlight capabilities, too. Just in case the electricity goes out.

The area around the South Pole in 
Antarctica experiences the most 
blizzards. There, winds can top 
one hundred miles per hour and 
temperatures can fall well below 
zero. The snowfall can be so hard 
you sometimes cannot see your 
hand in front of your face. 

WORST  
BLIZZARDS IN HISTORY

W hile the worst blizzards occur around the 
South Pole in Antarctica, no one actually 

lives there (for very long anyway).  
The worst blizzard ever witnessed where peo-

ple do live was in the country of Iran in 1972. 
There, in the northwest part of the country 
where it borders Turkey, 26 feet of snow fell. That 
is about three times as high as the average ceiling 
in the average room. The snowfall lasted nearly a 
week and covered two hundred towns—an area 
as big as the state of Wisconsin. Four thousand 
people died.

In the United States, the worst blizzard was 
The Great Blizzard, as it’s known. It happened 
more than one hundred years ago (in

In mid-2013, the world’s population reached  
7.2 billion people—all needing to be fed. 
However, the productive potential of 
Earth’s surface varies greatly from 
place to place. Some areas are good 
for growing crops; some are better 
for grazing animals; others have 
little or no agricultural potential. 
Grains, such as rice, corn, and 
wheat, are main sources of food 
calories, while meat, poultry, 
and fish are sources of protein.

RICE is an important staple food 
crop, especially in eastern and southern 
Asia. Although China produces about 
one-third of the world’s rice, it is also 
a major importer of rice to feed its 
population of more than a billion people.

While it’s difficult to know for sure the 
lifespan of certain animals, scientists 
believe that the giant tortoise lives the 
longest. Several species are known 
to live over 150 years. But the tortoise 
with the longest life lived fore than 200 

years! His name was Adwaita and he was 
originally brought from the Seychelles 

Islands to the Calcutta Zoo in India in 1875. 
When he died in 2006, a technique known as 

carbon dating was used to determine his age. 
Adwaita was 225 years old!

Thought dragons only exist in fairy 
tales? Think again. The komodo dragon 
is real, terrifying, and not afraid to take 
down a water buffalo twice its size. At 
10 feet (3 m) in length and weighing 
over 300 lbs (136 kg), this largest of all 
lizards has bacteria-ridden saliva that 

seeps into the bite wounds of its victims 
causing a slow, painful death. Komodo 

dragons are known to deliver their deadly 
bite, and then follow their victims for miles 

while they slowly succumb to blood poison-
ing. Yikes!

There’s no doubt about it. When it comes to 
self-defense, the Texas horned lizard of North 
America is the king. With several tricks up 
their sleeves, these lizards can change 
color to blend in with their surroundings. 
When threatened by a predator, they 
inflate themselves to look more threat-
ening. But that’s not the strange part. 
As a last resort, the horned lizard can 
actually squirt blood from its eyeballs 
a distance of 3 feet (.9 m) to thwart 
attackers. Now that’s weird.

Chameleons boast a number of awesome animal 
features that make them one of the coolest lizards in 
the reptile kingdom. They are able to change color 
to blend with their surroundings. Their eyes can 
move independently of each other to keep a 
close watch for prey and predators. And 
their tongue is the longest, relative to 
body-size, in the entire animal world. 
Kept bunched up at the back 
of their mouths until needed, 
these otherwise slow-moving 
lizards shoot their sticky 
mucus-covered tongues out 
of their mouths the distance

Identified for the first time in 2008, it’s easy to 
see why the Barbados threadsnake went unno-
ticed for so long. It averages a total of 4 inches 
(10 cm) in length and is as thin as a spaghetti 
noodle. Unlike most snakes, which lay many 
eggs at one time, the threadsnake lays just one. 
Scientists think that this is because in order to 
lay more, the eggs would have to be smaller, 
and the hatchlings would not be able to find 
anything small enough to eat!

If you’re like many reptile-lovers and keep one of these 
guys as a pet, you know where they get their name. At 
a maximum of about 5 inches (12.7 cm), the stinkpot 
turtle doesn’t have much of a chance defending itself 
in the wild based on size alone. But it does have one 
feature that might keep attackers away. When threat-
ened, the stinkpot turtle releases a foul-smelling oily 
substance to deter predators. Startle these turtles and 
you’ll certainly pay the price.  

If snakes were cars, the black mamba would be a 
Corvette. These aggressive snakes can grow to an 
impressive 14 feet (4.3 m) in length and are capable of 
raising their heads 4 feet (1.2 m) in the air. When cor-
nered, they are aggressive and explosive. As a result, 
black mambas are the most feared snake in Africa. 
But it’s not only their size and temperament that make 
them scary—it’s their speed. Able to move in bursts up 
to 12.5 miles per hour (20 km/h), good luck outrunning 
this swift snake.

Crocodilian species are famous for lurking in 
muddy waters with only their eyes and snouts 
above the surface, barely visible to unsuspecting 
prey. But if you thought these reptiles were silent 
killers, you thought wrong. All crocodilians are 
able to hiss, snort, moan, and bellow, with Ameri-
can alligators being the loudest. Said to resemble 
a lion’s roar, an alligator’s bellow can easily be 
heard 500 feet (152.4 m) away. Individual alligators 
can even be identified by their call, much like 
humans can be identified by their voice.

The Triassic ended with another big extinction. Once again, volcanic 
activity is one of the main suspects. This time lava flowed from 

where Pangaea was beginning to break up into separate continents.  
The result was a less deadly version of the end-Permian extinction  
we saw on page 10. 

Many marine creatures died. On land, the plants didn’t do too badly. 
Mammals survived (obviously, or you wouldn’t be reading this), and so 
did the dinosaurs and pterosaurs. The crocodile relatives weren’t so lucky: 
Only the crocodiles themselves survived. The moment the curtain lifted 
on the next period, the Jurassic, the dinosaurs looked around, saw they 
had the place to themselves, and immediately grew bigger and meaner, 
becoming the true rulers of Pangaea. But that’s a whole other story!

good thing T. rex is extinct. The average top speed of the world’s fastest 
human is 23 miles per hour (37 kph). Even if a T. rex were running at 25 
miles an hour, it would still beat the fastest human in a 100-meter dash. 

Dino DNA? 
Using techniques from microbiology and genetics laboratories as well 
as powerful microscopes, scientists are studying the structure of dino-
saur bone, skin, and feathers, as well as rare samples of soft tissue 
found in those bones. 

These studies show that it is possible to identify collagen, a protein 
found in bone and other body tissue, in the bones of dinosaurs. Another 
study identified medullary bone in the hollow leg bone of a T. rex. 
Medullary bone forms in egg-laying birds and helps store calcium for 
eggshells. The fossilized medullary was identical to that seen in the 
bones of pregnant female birds. The T. rex was about to lay eggs! This 
was the first time a tyrannosaur had been positively identified as male 
or female.

In 2010 scientists found organic material called melanosomes pre-
served in the feathers of Sinosauropteryx that were identical to what 
appears in the feathers of living birds. Melanosomes are pigment-filled 
structures of different shapes. Different colors are produced depending 
on their shape and how the melanosomes are arranged in a feather. 
Fossil melanosomes helped scientists figure out the colors of this prim-
itive coelurosaur’s feathery coat: rust orange and white. 

The feathers of Yutyrannus and Dilong have been checked, but they 
have not yet provided color information. Perhaps some day a paleontol-
ogist will discover feathers on other tyrannosaurs—maybe even T. rex!

Could someone piece together a genetic map of a tyrannosaur from 
preserved organic material and use it to clone a dinosaur? It’s a chal-
lenge so difficult, it’s close to being science fiction. But science has a 
way of solving problems that seem impossible to us today. Sooner or 
later, someone will probably discover exactly how to turn a chicken into 
a tyrannosaur. Will it be you?

smell. These finds are strong evidence that T. rex could smell better 
than any other meat-eating dinosaur. 

Bite Power
The jaws of T. rex were among the most powerful ever to evolve. But 
just how powerful they were and how their skull was able to withstand 
the stress of breaking through bone are questions of special interest to 
scientists. 

The strength of skulls can be measured with the same tools that 
engineers use to test stress on airplanes and bridges. These tests show 
that the skulls of tyrannosaurids were reinforced to withstand great 
forces. Structures like their fused and arched nasal bones contributed 
to this strength. 

Bite force can be measured with a pressure-sensing device. Since 
there are no living tyrannosaurs to test, scientists use alligators and 
crocodiles instead and scale the results according to the size of the 
dinosaur being studied.

Computer Modeling 
To answer questions like “How fast could T. rex run?,” scientists turn to 
computer modeling and to biomechanics, which is the science of how 
living things move. Since dinosaurs are no longer living, scientists cre-
ate computer model dinosaurs based on their bones and estimates of 
how much muscle and body weight they carried. That’s why different 
studies produce slightly different answers. One calculated T. rex’s speed 
between 10 and 25 miles per hour (16 and 40 kph); another clocked its 
speed at about 29 miles per hour (47 kph). Whichever is true, it is a

problem, totally unknowable for the live-in-
the-moment-world of a dog. There was a 
war to fight. Thoughts of war and eventual 
departure must have grown among the men 
at Stubby’s camp, and the dog may well 
have sensed that change was afoot.

That change hit in July of 1917 
when Conroy’s regiment struck their 
tents and loaded their backpacks. Then, 
after nightfall, they began to leave their 
temporary home on the Yale athletic fields, 
bound via train for the port city of Newport 
News, Virginia. Conroy later wrote that 
“Stubby was sadly told it was useless to 
go any farther because dogs would not 
be permitted to board the ship.” Conroy 
adds, with his trademark sense of humor: 

“Stubby naturally could not understand 
that.” But Stubby could see that his endless 
supply of free bones was on the move, not 
to mention his best friend. Under the cover 
of darkness, Stubby followed the soldiers 
to the train depot and hopped aboard the 
railroad car. No one tried to stop him.

Conroy wasn’t one to break rules, but, 
during the weeks of training that followed in 
Virginia, his fondness for Stubby led him to 
hatch a plan. Mutual friends connected him 
to a sympathetic crew member from the 
ship reserved for his passage. Thus it was 
that in the fall of 1917, as Conroy and his 
fellow soldiers prepared to march on board 
the Minnesota, his accomplice, the seaman, 
wrapped Stubby inside a blanket, urged 
the dog to be quiet, and, with the animal 
hidden in his arms, climbed the gangplank 
onto the ship.

the 1600s and 1700s. Not until 1780—four years after 

the colonies declared themselves to be the United 

States of America—did Pennsylvania become the first 

state to outlaw slavery. Other northern states also made slavery 

illegal, but some took their time doing so. Solomon Northup’s 

home state, New York, didn’t outlaw slavery until 1827. 

The black mother’s status determined that of her children 

in the slave states. If the mother was a slave, her children were, 

too. If the mother was a free black, so were her children.  

Solomon Northup was born in Minerva, New York, 100 

miles south of the Canadian border and 200 miles north of 

New York City. Solomon claimed that he had entered the world 

“in the month of July, 1808.” Since Solomon’s mother was a free 

black woman, he was born free. 

On his father’s side, Solomon’s ancestors had been slaves 

belonging to a white family named Northup. Around the year 

1800 Solomon’s father, Mintus, had been freed by the terms of 

his owner’s will. Mintus had adopted the last name Northup to 

honor the family that had liberated him. 

Solomon was a serious, hardworking child. When he 

wasn’t helping around the family farm, he loved to read. His 

favorite pastime, however, was playing the violin. By his teens 

Solomon was so skillful a fiddler that friends and neighbors 

hired him to perform at dances and parties.

On Christmas Day of 1829, 21-year-old Solomon Northup 

married Anne Hampton. Solomon liked to say that the blood

      Chocolate

Kids rarely got to taste chocolate in colonial Virginia. 
People thought of it as a stimulant for adults, and hot 
chocolate made with either milk, water, or wine was a 
favorite drink in coffeehouses like R. Charlton’s. Here’s 
a recipe for one kind of hot chocolate colonial 
Virginians drank. It’s a simpler version 

of the kind Frank Clark of Colonial Williamsburg’s 
Historic Foodways department (right) makes in the 
Governor’s Palace kitchen with authentic colonial 
cooking utensils.

4 ounces bittersweet chocolate with  
     70–80 percent cocoa 
 2 cups milk or table cream or a combination 
sugar to taste
Grate the chocolate from the chocolate bar. 

Then heat the milk and cream. To get the foamy 
top the colonialists liked, hold a whisk vertically 
in the pot and rub your palms together rapidly with 
the whisk handle beween them. That creates the action 
of an 18th-century chocolate mill. Add the chocolate and 
continue to whisk gently as the chocolate melts. If you like your 
hot chocolate less thick, add more milk or cream, then sugar to taste, 
starting with about 1½ teaspoons per cup. Let it cool a little before 
sipping, then enjoy!

At the College of  William & Mary, 
which sat at one end of  Williamsburg’s 
main street, Duke of  Gloucester, the 
boys began to be more restless than 
usual. It was time for the holidays to 
begin, and they were getting up their 
nerve for the annual “bar out.” One 
day soon, when their instructor would 
try to come into the classroom, they’d 
bar the door with their bodies, keep-
ing him out and announcing loud and 
clear that it was time for their annual 
winter break. It was all in fun; most 
things were in this season.

The first sign of  the festivities was on Christmas Eve, 
when guns were fired into the chill Virginia air. The next  
day, Christmas, was a quiet holy day marked by going to 
church, where a few sprigs of  holly in the deep windowsills 
were the only decorations for the season. When Fithian was 
living in western Virginia, he noted in his journal, “To Day 
is like other Days every Way calm & temperate—People go 
about their daily Business.”
